1 Trimester—1/2 credit

Syllabus

I. Goals
A. To understand the history and significance of painting.

B. To develop an awareness and appreciation of the culture and creation of painting.

C. To develop technical painting skills.

D. To introduce and build a vocabulary of concepts and language necessary to the study of painting and to encourage the written expression of the creative process. 

E. To develop the ability to critique and reflect about art. Either ones own or that produced by someone else, or the class.

F. To study the contributions of painters through history and their styles.

III. Essential information 

A. All students will have a folder to keep hand-outs and project reflections in.  The journal is not to leave class for any reason and needs to be refilled in the proper bin after class. The journal is a way I communicate one on one with the student.  If their folder is not picked up at the beginning of the hour the student is considered tardy.

B. Students are expected to get out their drawing box with their needed tools and other material they will be using before the bell rings and be prepared to work.

C. Students are expected to bring their drawing journals to class daily for any notes or homework assignments.

E. Consequences.

F. Grading

a. Projects are worth 200 points each.  2 pts. are taken off each day a project is late.  All students have an opportunity to add to their project and make corrections from the suggestions on the rubric and hand in the work again for a better grade up to two weeks after the project due date. Assignments are worth 50 to 100 points. Assignments are to help the student practice on techniques and skill before starting the project.  Assignments are started in class but will be finished outside of class. The assignments have to be turned in a week after we stop working on them in class.
b. All projects must have a personal reflection (P/R) written by the student and a filled in rubric assessed by the student.  I will fill out the rubric on the opposite side of the sheet for the grade.  The student’s assessment does not affect their grade; the assessment helps me see how they evaluate themselves and their work ethic. 
c. “Journals” or Personal Reflection is done after every project.  It is worth 10 pts. It is also due same day of the project.

d. Homework is given usually once a project. Homework varies in points from 15 to 50 pts. Depending on the length of the homework.  

e. Final exam: The final exam will be worth 20% of the semester grade. All students are required to take the final exam including all seniors.
